A total of 36,633 students were enrolled in
technical institutions in the year 2014-15. The number of
seats available in technical institutions per lakh population
in the State is higher than the national average. Semester
System and OMR Examination have been introduced with
effect from August, 2013. Also 6192 apprentice seats are
available in Government and Private Establishments m the
State.

A community college has been made functional
from August 2014 at Government Polytechnic
Sundernagar  under Skill Development  training
programme. For the enhancement of employability of
Diploma holders, “Communication Skill Training
Module” of 2 hours/day duration of training for 3 months
has also been started in this institute since August, 2014.

My Government is also strongly committed to the
welfare of the underprivileged and weaker sections of the
society, particularly women and children. During the
financial year 2014-15 for proper implementation of the
schemes and providing timely benefit to women and
children, my Government has kept a budgetary provision
of Rs.103.24 crores for women empowerment and
welfare of the children of the State.

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_ My Government has been providing free text
books to all students from class 1 to class 8. This facility is
also available to the studet\;g‘s- of SC, ST, OBC and IRDP
categories studying in 9th and 10th classes. During the
year Rs. 9.93 crore have been spent for this purpose and

1,16,924 students have benefited.

Under the Mahatma Gandhi Vardi Yojna, two
sets of uniform are being provided free to all the students
studying in class 9th and 10th. For this purpose, Rs. 14
crore have been spent during 2014-15.

Vocational Education under National Skill
Qualification Framwork has been started in 100 Senior
Secondary Schools from the 2013-14 session and further
100 Senior Secondary Schools from 20]14-15 with 7
subjects/trades. . Under the scheme, 600 vocational
teachers/trainers ' have been deployed by the different
Vocational Training Partners. - About 20,000 students have
been enrolled in this programme.

My Government has implemented the Rashtriya
Ucchtar Shiksha Abhiyan in the State on the 90:10 funding
pattern since 2013-14. The Government has constituted
State Higher Education Council to implement the quality
improvement system. The semester system and Choice
Based Credit System has been introduced for the under
graduate classes in the Governmeit, Private, Goverriment-
aided and Sanskrit Colleges. The first instalment of grant
for the year 2014-15 amounting to Rs. 8.85 crore has been
released to all higher educational institution.
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has revised the norms for providing supplementary
nutrition last year.

The Government has also revised the
income limit for getting financial assistance under
the schemes like Mukhya Mantri Kanyadan Yojna,
Beti Hai Anmol, Mata Shabri Mahila Sashaktikaran
Yojna, widow remarriage etc. The State Government
has increased the additional honorarium by 50% of
Anganwari Workers and helpers in the State in view
of the multifarious duties performed by these
workers.

For overall development of children in the age
group of 0-6 years, adolescent girls and expectant and
nursing mothers, the QGovernment is providing an
integrated package of services which includes pre-school
education, supplementary nutrition and health check-up
under ICDS programme. During the current financial year,
under this scheme a total of 4,55,289 children, 1,02,830
pregnant and. lactating women and 1,38,884 adolescent
girls were benefitted.

My Government has also made the State
Child Rights Commission functional so that
children in need of care and protection are provided
all support. and are drawn to the w of
‘society. THhe Government has ‘set  up ‘four District’
Child Protection Units in Shimla, Mandi, Kangra
and Chamba" districts during the current financial
year. The Government has provided institutional
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care to 751 children in need of care and protection
through 21 registered Children Homes run by the
Government as well as by NGOs.
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
